It is with great pride that I pen this note, as the 
Bharti Airtel Foundation marks 25 years of steadfast 
dedication to transforming education in India.          

Established in 2000, the Foundation was an early 
champion, exemplifying conscientious, impact-
driven not-for-profit work in the Indian corporate 
landscape. Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) 
was mandated by law more than a decade later. 
The driving force behind our vision, therefore, 
was always to undertake social impact as a 
responsibility rather than an obligation or a matter 
of compliance. 

Since its inception, the Bharti Airtel Foundation 
has worked to enhance learning and educational 
outcomes through equitable, quality education for 
underserved communities in India. 25 years on, our 
goal remains unchanged, with conviction in our 
purpose growing stronger every day. 

On the tenth anniversary celebrations of the Satya 
Bharti School Program, I visited a number of our 
schools near Amritsar. It reinforced my belief in the 
work we had set out to do: assuring children access 
to education, free from the shackles of gender, 
social, or economic barriers. I am delighted to see 
that our e�orts have consistently deepened and 
expanded. From 2000 to 2025, through our various 
initiatives, we have contributed to and supported 
more than 36,000 schools. 

In the realm of higher education, what began as one 
partnership with the Indian Institute of Technology 
(IIT) Delhi has now flourished into engagements 
with several more premier institutes in the country, 
such as Plaksha University, the Indian School 
of Business (ISB), IIT Bombay, Anant National 
University, and J.C. Bose University. 
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With technology at the core of our work at Airtel, 
the Foundation has remained a committed partner 
to the schools and higher education institutions it 
supports, ensuring tech-enabled education at all 
levels. The Foundation’s launch of TheTeacherApp 
is both timely and a crucial step toward supporting 
India’s economic growth, underpinned by a strong 
digital talent dividend. Launched in November 
2024, TheTeacherApp is a digital solution aimed 
at upskilling educators that has already seen 
wide adoption by individuals, organisations, and 
garnered interest from state governments. I have no 
doubt it will be a catalyst in sustaining India’s digital 
economy at this critical inflection point.  

The scale of our impact since the Foundation’s 
initiation now stands at a staggering seven million 
individuals. The numbers tell a heartening story of 
our e�orts. Equally, they are an endorsement of 
the carefully designed and holistic approach of our 
methods, ranging from community engagement 
towards creating local resource pools and 
empowered learning communities to assuring safe 
and inclusive school infrastructure. 

Bharti Airtel Foundation has never viewed giving 

as an aspect of compliance, but as a strand of our 
DNA. In this, our journey over the past 25 years 
has not been ours alone. It is the result of trusted 
partnerships with governments, corporates, 
schools, and local communities. 

In the pursuit of India’s ascent as the world’s 
knowledge hub and its standing as the fastest-
growing large economy, education will continue 
to play a defining role. Our Foundation has 
transformed the way we view education: from a 
focal point to a movement. As we look ahead, the 
next chapter will demand even more of us, and I 
am certain that we will continue to forge ahead in 
achieving these goals.

As I look back on this journey, I feel a deep sense 
of fulfillment - not only because of the  scale we 
have achieved, but also for the impact  we continue 
to strive for, ensuring that education serves as the 
starting point of opportunity and transformation for 
every child. 

Over the past two and a half decades, the 
Foundation has touched the lives of over seven 
million individuals, including more than 3.7 million 
children across rural India. Our programs have 
reached over 36,000 schools, making quality 
education more inclusive, accessible, and relevant.

In the last year, we made meaningful strides 

in strengthening this mission. The launch of 
TheTeacherApp (TAPP), one of our most significant 
engagements is one such example. TAPP is a digital 
platform designed to empower teachers with high-
quality, easy-to-access learning resources, and 
practical tools for the classrooms. Launched by the 
Hon’ble Minister of Education, Government of India 
- Shri Dharmendra Pradhan, the platform provides a 
robust space for professional development, as well 
as opportunities for school leaders and teachers 
across India to connect, learn from one another, and 
grow as a community.  TheTeacherApp is free of cost, 
for life, for all stakeholders.  

It is deeply gratifying to witness the continued 
expansion of the Bharti scholarship ecosystem, 
now supporting over 750 scholars nationwide, with 
a strong focus on encouraging women in STEM 
education. This includes students from the Satya 
Bharti Adarsh Senior Secondary Schools under 
the Satya Bharti Scholarship, recipients of the 
newly instituted Bharti Airtel Scholarship Program, 
and students enrolled through our academic 
collaborations with Plaksha University and J.C. Bose 
University of Science and Technology. Together, they 
embody our enduring commitment to nurturing 
talent and advancing educational equity. 

We are especially proud to share that 44 percent 
of all Bharti Scholars are girls - a reflection of our 
sustained commitment to gender equity in higher 
education and leadership development. 

Strategic partnerships remained a cornerstone 
of our work. Strong collaborations continued at 
IIT Delhi, IIT Bombay, ISB, and Anant National 
University, where the Foundation is supporting the 
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establishment of the School of Future Technologies. 
More than 800 students are currently being covered 
through these partnerships.  

At the same time, our Quality Support Program 
expanded across  1,000 government schools 
through state-level partnerships, along with student 
internships, paired with engagements such as 
Astronomy Clubs, IT Innovation Clubs etc., designed 
to spark curiosity, creativity, and exploration. 

At the grassroots, our 164 Satya Bharti Schools 
continue to serve as models of holistic learning. 
Here, education stretches beyond academics 
to embrace values, life skills, and real-world 
understanding. Over 35,000 students actively 
engage in hands-on learning, through sustainable 
agriculture, traditional crafts, and civic learning.  One 
particularly moving initiative this year was led by 
our students, who honoured India’s unsung freedom 
fighters from their own villages researching and 
documenting personal narratives, anecdotes, and 
key moments ensuring that the sacrifices of these 
heroes are remembered and continue to inspire 
future generations.  

I am delighted to note that our focused e�orts in 
making quality education accessible has resulted 
in gainful employment that is transforming 
the quality of life for our beneficiaries and their 
future generations. Our alumni are working 
in the armed forces, medicine, engineering, 
government organisations, and private sector, or 
as entrepreneurs. Many have also pursued higher 
education at international universities. 

We have always believed that education should not 
remain confined to the classroom alone. It must 

involve the wider ecosystem - families, communities, 
and institutions - so that learning becomes a shared 
journey.  Our participatory model ensures that our 
programs align with local contexts and national 
priorities such as the National Education Policy 
(NEP) 2020, while empowering students to become 
confident, grounded, and globally aware citizens. 

Yet, we also recognise that the road ahead demands 
both courage and creativity. As technological, 
environmental, and societal shifts reshape the 
world, we must ensure that our children are not 
just prepared, but also empowered to lead with 
compassion, imagination, and resilience. 

As Bharti Airtel Foundation commemorates its 
silver jubilee, I would like to express my heartfelt 
gratitude to all those who have shaped this 
journey: our teachers, implementation partners, 
academic institutions, governments, donors and 
employees across Bharti Enterprises, and friends 
of the Foundation. Your contributions, both - on the 
frontlines and behind the scenes, continue to make 
this mission possible. Let us carry this momentum 
forward with humility and resolve.

Dear Friends,  

This year marks a milestone that fills me with pride 
and gratitude. Bharti Airtel Foundation completes 
25 years of transformative work, living its motto 
of ’Changing India, one village at a time’. Such 
milestones invite us to look back at the journey, 
express gratitude to all those who walked along, 
and take pride in the impact created. 

For all of us with a longstanding association with 
the Foundation, to see it grow from one impactful 
project to the next, has been extraordinary. The 
coherence and steadfastness with which long-
term strategies have been implemented on ground 
speaks to our Trustees’ exceptional vision and the 
passion of the impeccable team members I have 
been privileged to work with. 

Since inception, the Trustees envisioned to make 
quality education accessible to underprivileged 
children and youth, empowering them to reach 
their potential. Preparing them to be productive 
and contributing citizens has been a guiding 
philosophy, be it through quality education 
programs in the schooling space, or supporting 
higher education initiatives with institutions like IIT 
Delhi, Plaksha University, ISB, etc. 

In the last 25 years, the Foundation has established 
a rural-school model with Satya Bharti Schools, 
providing quality education to underprivileged 
students, free of cost. These schools have gone on 
to educate 1.7 lakh children, with 50% of them being 
girls. We also established a very successful and 
often quoted Public-Private Partnership model in 
education with the five English Medium CBSE K-12 
schools in Punjab. They have exhibited continued 
education and career pathways for students, once 
empowered with quality primary education.  

I am quite proud of our exceptional PISA results – 
an international exam which evaluates academic 
competencies as well as school’s pedagogical 
processes, students’ aspirations, awareness 
of global issues, etc. – securing 6th rank in 
Mathematics, between Japan and Korea; and 
11th rank in Science, between Australia and New 
Zealand. And, our junior school board results, with 
40-50 percent students scoring above 80 percent 
marks, are exceptional! Satya Bharti Schools are 
looked at as examples of holistic quality education, 
enabling students to be compassionate leaders and 
learners for life. 
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Quality Support Program (QSP) and Satya Bharti 
Learning Centres are initiatives partnering the 
Government schooling system to bring in our 
learnings from Satya Bharti Schools for systemic 
transformation by creating change models. 
Learning Centres operated in some of the 
toughest terrains of Jharkhand, Rajasthan, and 
Madhya Pradesh. Our work not only brought over 
35,000 out-of-school children (OOSC) back into 
Government schooling system, but resulted in 16 
blocks being declared OOSC-free, meaning every 
child in these blocks was in school! QSP, which has 
now scaled up from in-school to block/district to 
state level intervention model, continues to ensure 
that attendance goes up, enrollments are better, 
student exposure interventions improve critical 
life-skills, teachers’ motivation and engagement 
with schools improve, and more students win 
scholarships and external competitions. 

As a segue to our school level programs, we have 
built pathways for higher education. Satya Bharti 
Schools’ Scholarship program helps students 
pursue any higher education course they pick, 
available at both graduate and postgraduate levels. 
This has unlocked the dreams of our children, for 
courses in law, medical, engineering, designing, etc. 
Additionally, a prestigious Bharti Airtel Scholarship 
has been instituted to support 4,000 students, for 
their engineering and management aspirations.  

The most ambitious project which synergises the 
Foundation’s ground work of the last two decades 
is TheTeacherApp. Our digital foray into creating 
public good, it captures our years of working with 

schools, communities, students, and educators 
in India’s villages. It brings self-paced and high 
quality teachers’ training, resources, use of AI, and 
partners who have joined this platform to empower 
educators with cutting-edge pedagogies. It took 
over two years of conceptualising and creation, and 
will keep evolving over time. 

In these 25 years, we have had partners who lifted 
us up, added tremendous value, challenged us and 
supported us on our path to success. Our corporate 
partners, various state governments, volunteers, 
and academic institutions continue to be key to our 
growth.  

It has been my privilege to be a part of this exciting 
journey so far, with an exceptional team and 
leaders.

The flagship Satya Bharti School Program, initiated in 
2006, transcends traditional academics by fostering 
a dynamic learning environment, nurturing essential 
life skills, and actively engaging the community. 
This program provides free, quality education, along 
with uniforms and nutritious mid-day meals, to 
underprivileged children, with a special emphasis 
on girls. Since 2013, the Foundation has collaborated 
with state governments through its Quality Support 
Program to enhance the overall schooling experience 
for students in government schools. In alignment 
with Sustainable Development Goal 4 (SDG) - Quality 
Education, the Foundation’s educational initiatives also 
support the National Education Policy, Beti Bachao Beti 
Padhao, National Nutrition Mission, and Swachh Bharat 
Abhiyan.

Education Beyond Classroom

Students engage in real-life learning 
within their communities.

Organised students led campaigns on 
Girl Child, Environment, Health & Hygiene, 
and Community Development, driving 
change through outreach, cleanups, and 
collaboration with local panchayats. These 
initiatives foster social responsibility 
and turn classroom learning into real 
community impact.

Students teach basic literacy 
and numeracy to non-literate 
adults using school provided 
booklets, promoting 
intergenerational learning, 
social inclusion, and dignity. 
In 2024, total 12,484 parents 
took part in the initiative, 
with a collective pass rate of 
98.09%. Notably, 64.76% of 
the successful participants 
were female.

The school team, along with a representative 
from the Foundation, felicitated the parents 
and conducted an engaging session aimed 
at strengthening their role in their child’s 
academic journey. Key topics included 
creating timetables, mentoring e�ectively, 
and fostering positive conversations. Parents 
were advised to inform teachers if their child 
faces any challenges.

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QUALITY SUPPORT PROGRAM

Overview: 

Initiated in 2012, the Quality Support Program is a 
collaborative e�ort aimed at enhancing the educational 
experience in partnered government schools. By 
engaging school leaders, teachers, students, parents, 
and communities, the program shares successful 
practices from Satya Bharti Schools and scales up 
mutually identified initiatives with the Education 
Departments.

This multi-year initiative, spanning up to five years, 
employs a whole-school approach, integrating co-
scholastic activities into the school environment. Key 
areas of intervention include:

• Leadership Empowerment: Strengthening the 
leadership skills of school heads.

• Student Life Skills: Building essential life skills in 
students.

• Home Mentoring: Creating an enabling 
environment at home.

• E�ective Classroom Transactions: Utilising 
teaching-learning materials for e�ective classroom 
interactions.

IT Innovation Club

To cultivate scientific temperament, STEM expertise, and 
21st-century skills among senior secondary students, 
IT Innovation Clubs were established in government 
schools. These clubs provide hands-on technology 
learning through tailored projects aligned with students’ 
educational needs, such as enhanced coding, designing, 
and hardware skills. They promote problem-solving, 
collaboration, and real-world applications.

These student-led clubs are provided a�ordable 
starter kits equipped with microcontrollers, sensors, 
and actuators, Innovation Kits and orientation through 
Academic Mentors. Integration with school Atal 
Tinkering Labs (wherever present) enhances the learning 
experience. Mentoring and hand-holding sessions by 
experts from Plaksha University, National Innovation 
Foundation, and other agencies further support the 
students. Additionally, students develop projects 
and participate in local and external competitions, 
presenting their work at key forums. Members of the IT 
Innovation Clubs also play a crucial role in catalysing 
STEM and coding awareness within their schools.

Astronomy Club 

Astronomy Clubs have fostered a scientific temperament and sparked interest in astronomy and related 
subjects, with students learning to use telescopes and understand celestial events. Each club is provided 
with a telescope and reaches out to 4-5 neighboring schools and communities. Space corners are set up 
in partner schools, and student-teacher orientations are conducted. Collaborations with Indian Space 
Research Organisation (ISRO) and other agencies, such as planetariums, science congresses, and amateur 
astronomers, are leveraged to enhance learning. Government o�cials, community members, and non-
partner schools are also involved. The clubs organise sky viewing and celestial events, and exposure to 
science centers.

Digital Literacy 

Under the Quality Support Program, students from government schools are being made future-ready 
through an understanding of digital technology and devices, basic IT tools, responsible usage, and 
safeguards. The program includes a 4-hour Digital Literacy Module for understanding digital devices, basic 
o�ce tools, web browsing, emails, and cyber-safety. Workshops and practice sessions provide handholding 
on how to file applications for exams, competitions, and scholarships. Additionally, 3 to 4 Digital Explorer 
(students mentors skilled in digital technology) are identified in each school to sustain learning, and one 
teacher in each school is oriented to continue with learning alongside the IT Innovation Club.
