The Satya Bharti School Program has been the      

cornerstone of Bharti Foundation's efforts to provide 

free quality education to underprivileged children in 

rural India. Since its inception in 2006, the program 

has made a significant impact on underprivileged         

children, with a special focus on the girl child. We 

work towards delivering transformative, value based, 

holistic education for underprivileged children and 

equip them with skills and knowledge to become  

responsible, self-reliant and employable citizens of 

the country. The program also emphasizes on        

enhancing the learning experience with vibrant and 

engaging teaching learning materials, Digital Class-

rooms and Robotic Labs for future readiness.         

Investments are made to train  teachers on innova-

tive and impactful pedagogies. 

Our Alumni meets indicate that 94.4 % students 

continue education after passing out of Satya Bharti 

Schools. Many of our students are joining defense 

services to serve the nation. 

Social Impact:  

According to 2018 external impact evaluation:- 

  81.1% of children at Satya Bharti School are 

better at communication with peers compared to 

other school with 66.7%. 

 91.5% parents are satisfied with the education 

provided at Satya Bharti School as compared to 

74.7 % of other schools.

Quality Support Program: 

Initiated in 2013, the program aims to improve the 

over-all school experience for students and teachers 

in Government schools in partnership with school 

leadership. It supports children, teachers,      

parents and administrators to transform schools 

into vibrant institutions by bringing in co- scholastic 

interventions.

If schools become engaging and happy spaces, it 

would result in holistic development of students as 

they acquire leadership, communication, collabora-

tion, and other important life skills. The Program  

currently partners with more than 800 Government 

schools across 11 States/UTs.

Seeing positive outcomes in the partnered schools in 

Quality Support Program, many education depart-

ments/officers requested to scale up some of the  

processes covering government schools at the entire 

block or district level. Thus, QSP at scale was initiated 

with states like Rajasthan, Jammu and Assam. Areas 

of intervention focus on strengthening the implemen-

tation of National Education Policy. A few initia-

tives like building life skills in students through House 

systems, No-Bag Day, school leaders empowerment 

etc., are being implemented.
